e The flow of resin cannot be avoided based on the coating
method.

e Water-soluble wood extracts can be leached particularly by
driving rain. This can be minimized by an all-over coating and
additional sealing of the end grains.

For optimal durability, we recommend sanding smooth wooden
softwood surfaces with grit size 80 in the direction of the fiber,
cleaning them thoroughly and removing wood extractives, such as
resin and pitch pockets. Round off any sharp edges.

Clean highly resinous timbers containing drying retardant
components with ADLER Nitroverdiinnung 80001.

Treat outdoor infestation or attack by algae, green covering or mold
with Aviva Fungisan 8308.

No preparation of the substrate is necessary in the case of rough
sawn, brushed and chopped softwoods.
